e Walk length is variable. Many are out and back and so can be adjusted to our many
walking paces by simply turning around when half of our time is used up (about 45
minutes). Some walkers can cover 4 miles in the allotted hour and a half; some only
walk about 2 miles (or less).
e The walks are fairly level. They are not without some up and down, but most are mildly
so. Only a couple have a short (not sustained) steeper (but manageable) section.

e Most walks contain dirt or gravel trails which are not conducive for portable walkers
e Do not bring your pet for the walk
